You have now defined a data source that can be used by ODBC-compliant applications.

Some ODBC applications qualify table names with the system name (for example, SYSTEM.COLLECTION.TABLE). The AS/400 system must be configured correctly in order for the ODBC driver to return the proper system (qualifier) name for the ODBC catalog functions. To configure your AS/400 to return the correct system name:

On the AS/400 system CL command line, type ADDRDBDIRE .

Type the name of the AS/400 system in the Relational Database field.

3 Type *LOCAL in the Remote Location field and press the Enter key.
